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General 

The SYSTIMAX 360™  fusion splice holder contains two 3.4 inch wide x 0.4 inch high x 1.2 inch deep (86mm x 10 
mm x 30mm) splice sleeve holders that can store up to 12 splices each for a total of 24 single fusion splice 
sleeves.  The holder is compatible with Fujikura FP-03 series, Furakawa S921 and S922 or Uniprise SFS 
(9701008/00) single fusion splices only.  Multiple holders may be stacked and snapped together without the use of 
adhesives or other hardware. Two tape strips are provided to attach the holders to a chassis, such as a shelf floor. 

This product is intended for indoor use or can be used outdoors in a suitable protective enclosure.

Step 1 – Install Splice Holder

1. Use isopropyl alcohol (IPA) and lint-free wipes to clean the bottom of splice holder and surface to which the 
holder will be attached. 

2. Remove backing from one side of tape strip and press on bottom of splice holder. 

3. Remove backing from opposite side of tape strip and press splice holder down onto attachment surface. 
Note:  Tape strips are provided to attach splice holders to a surface (e.g. a shelf floor), but are not used for 
stacking of multiple holders. 
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Step 2 – Insert Splice Sleeves into Holder

WARNING: Take proper precautions to avoid damaging fiber while routing into shelf and inserting sleeves into 
splice holder. 

1. Install splice sleeves into lower position of holders by firmly pressing sleeve down into retention slots on each 
side of holder.  One finger is sufficient for placing sleeves into upper set of retention slots.  Use an orange 
stick or similar device to remove sleeves for repairs.  

If holders are to be stacked, proceed to Step 3. 

Step 3 – Stacking Splice Holders

After first holder is populated, additional holders may be stacked vertically. 

1. Orient new holder 180° from previous holder orientation so that latches can interlock as shown. 

2. Carefully flex new holder sufficiently to engage latches on lower holder as shown above. 

3. Populate new holder with splice sleeves. 

4. Repeat as desired. 
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
